      The spring semester has gotten off to a good start at DC West. High school parent-teacher conferences are scheduled for Monday and Tuesday, March 5th and 6th from 3:45 – 7:45. The third quarter ends on March 13th and by having parent-teacher conferences before the end of the quarter, students should be able to make one last “push” before grades are finalized. 
      Even though it is only February and next year still seems a long ways off, we are well into our preparation for the 2018/19 school year. One of the biggest changes next year will be the student numbers in our freshman class. There are currently 83 students in the 8th grade and we also know that it is not uncommon for us to add around 5-8 freshmen move-ins over the summer. Therefore, we are planning on having around 90 incoming freshmen next fall. By comparison, we currently have 64 freshmen and will graduate 76 seniors. These student number shifts will cause us to have extra sections of freshmen classes and have higher numbers in some of our upper level courses.

     Some options being discussed/considered are listed below:
Language Arts – Dropping the Speech requirement. This will allow us to gain an extra section/s of 9th grade English as well as add upper level electives Creative Writing and Young Adult Literature. The concepts taught in Speech/Communication will be absorbed into English 9, 10, & 11. We would still offer Competitive Speech as an elective. This shift would change the minimum graduation requirement of 48 total credits to 47. The Distinguished Diploma would remain at 56 credits. Most neighboring districts do not require Speech/Communication to graduate.
Science- We are condensing down to one Anatomy section in order to add a freshman Physical Science section. We are also doing a pre-registration checklist to gather student interest in upper level science courses Physics II, Chemistry II, and Biology II. If interest is high in these areas, it may be necessary to hire a .5 FTE science teacher.
Math – Bring Mr. Daehling back to teach 7 periods of math at the high school. He currently teaches 6 periods at the high school and 1 at the middle school. His 7 periods at the high school will allow us to teach 4 sections of Geometry (currently 3 sections) and 3 sections of Algebra II. Geometry is mostly made up of sophomores that took Algebra 1 as freshmen and freshman who took Algebra 1 as 8th graders. Other options we are looking at are teaching Statistics and Probability as a one-semester Metro dual credit class (it is currently a high school credit only, full year class) which would free up a semester for a course called Integrated Math. This class would be a one-semester course focusing on ACT type questions. 
STEM -  Add 2 more sections of STEM electives at the high school (we currently offer 1 section of high school STEM) and 2 sections of a new elective class called Freshman Seminar. Freshman seminar would be a 45-minute study period with small numbers (15 or less) where at-risk freshmen would receive study skills and organizational instruction as well as guided study time.
