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      Final exams were held on December 21 & 22, effectively ending the first semester at DC West. Second semester classes began for students on Thursday, January 4th. Winter activities continued over winter break and are at about the halfway point. 
      John Baylor ACT Test Prep is currently underway at the high school. Baylor provides seven two-hour test prep sessions during the school day in January and February. High School Counselor Ron Michael stated, “John does a great job with our sophomores and juniors helping to prepare them for the ACT.” The cost is $50 per student and 45 students are currently enrolled.
     In my last board report, I included a table comparing DC West High School ACT scores to the Omaha metro area schools. The table below is a comparison of our ACT scores with the other Nebraska Capital Conference schools. The numbers in the table below represent the percentage of juniors who met or exceeded the “On Track” standard created by the Nebraska Department of Education.
