     We are halfway through March and that means the third quarter is coming to a close. We recently held our second semester parent-teacher conferences on March 5th and 6th from 3:45-7:45. Ninety-four sets of parents/guardians attended over the two-night span. Parents are encouraged to attend conferences as well as keep up with their son or daughter’s academic progress on Powerschool. Powerschool is an internet-based student management system that includes a grading program. By accessing the program with their student-specific password, parents have access to their student’s grades 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.

     We are currently working on student registration for next school year.  As I mentioned in my last board report, we are always looking to increase academic opportunities for students. Along with the addition of two STEM classes, we are also gathering student interest/numbers for three upper-level science courses (Biology II, Chemistry II, and Physics II). I will plan on reporting those student interest numbers to the board in April.
     On Tuesday, March 6, three candidates interviewed for our vacant high school Spanish teaching position starting next fall. We had around 15 applicants for the job and felt we had a quality interview pool. The position was offered and verbally accepted by Crystal Reynoso. It is on the board agenda for approval at the March 12th board meeting. 

     On pages two and three of this report, our April 3 ACT / MAP (Measures of Academic Progress) testing plan is attached. Freshmen and sophomores will be taking the spring MAP tests and juniors will be taking the NeSA-ACT test. Seniors do not have school on April 3. Last year was the first year of the state-required junior NeSA-ACT test. The DC West NeSA-ACT average last year was 20.8.
