     We are halfway through March and that means the third quarter is coming to a close. We recently held our second semester parent-teacher conferences on March 4th and 5th from 3:45-7:45. Ninety-two sets of parents/guardians attended over the two-night span. Parents are encouraged to attend conferences as well as keep up with their son or daughter’s academic progress on Powerschool. 
     We are currently working on student registration for next school year.  As usual for this time of year, we are looking for ways to increase academic opportunities for students going forward. Listed below are some of the additions/changes we are looking into at this time. New offerings will depend on student interest.
A) CTE (Career & Technical Education) Pathway – This would include “CTE Math,” “CTE Language Arts,” and “Metro Dual Credit Construction Management.” Students who complete this pathway at DC West will have one year of the two-year Metro Basic Construction program completed when they graduate from high school. This will increase the number of students who complete four years of math and create dual credit opportunities for students who typically did not take dual credit classes.

B) Offering advanced science classes such as “AP Physics,” “Advanced Chemistry,” “Forensics,” and “Zoology.”  This is dependent upon the addition of a .5 FTE to the high school science department.
C) Physical Education Revamp – Offering separate 9/10 and 11/12 “Weight Training” and “Cardio” classes along with “Leadership Weight Training.”

D) “UNO Dual Credit Teacher Education 1010.”

E) STEM Revamp – STEM II will change to Robotics. We will also offer “IT Mechatronics” and “IT Control Systems.”

     On Monday, February 18, Mr. TerBeest and Mr. Knott interviewed for the vacant high school Science teaching position starting next fall. There were around 15 applicants for the job. The position was offered and accepted by Mr. Mike Troy. Mr. Troy has taught science at Valley, Bellevue, and Springfield-Platteview over the last twenty years. He is also a Valley High School graduate and his family currently lives in the district. His recommendation is on the board agenda for approval at the March 11th board meeting. 

     On pages two and three of this report, our April 2 NeSA-ACT / MAP (Measures of Academic Progress) testing plan is attached. Freshmen and sophomores will be taking the spring MAP tests and juniors will be taking the NeSA-ACT test. Seniors do not have school on April 2. The DC West NeSA-ACT composite average last year was 20.1.
