The school year wound to a close for students with final exams on May 29 and 30. Teachers fulfilled their final two contract days on May 31 and June 1. Since that time, we have gone into “offseason” mode, which includes filling out state reports, updating student handbooks, working around construction, and generally preparing for next school year. 


Our summer school session at the high school started on June 5. The program included 14 sessions from 8-11 in the morning. Students who needed credit recovery were invited to attend. Ron Michael and Heather Cox were again coordinating and teaching this year’s summer school. We also added High School Language Arts teacher Trey Baker so we could offer language arts credit recovery. Our program is available only to DC West students and the cost was $100 to attend. 

Construction has been ongoing in the high school since May 10. Our science teachers played “musical classrooms” over the last three weeks of the school year to accommodate the start of construction on the new science classrooms. It is exciting to see how much progress has already been made in that area. Construction and change can be difficult in the short term but the advantages the new science classrooms will provide our students is immeasurable.  
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
