Students must attend 12 of the 14 sessions to receive credit. Mr. Michael and Ms. Cox will again set up and run summer school. Eligible students will use this time to make up credits missed during the regular school year. 
On Friday, May 11, the senior scholarship breakfast was held at 7:00 a.m. in the library. Seniors and their families were invited to receive and honor those receiving scholarships. In total, 19 local presenters awarded 27 scholarships worth over $26,000. On top of that, 33 students received institutional scholarships valued at $4.8 million. It continues to grow and it seems every year we set a new record on the amount of institutional  scholarship money awarded to students.
